Hours: 
Drop off will begin at 6:30 am  and  
continue until 9:00 am . 
 
Pick up will begin at 4:00 pm and  
continue until 6:00 pm . 
 
Children must be picked up before  
6:00 pm or late fees will be charged  
accordingly. 
 
Important:  
If children need to be picked up  
between 9:00 am and 4:00 pm, please 
let the staff know at drop off, so your 
child will be ready. 
 
Children will also need to be picked up 
by someone authorized on the  
registration form.  Please bring photo ID. 
 
Field -Trips:  
Once per week, we will be taking a field 
trip that has been pre-arranged.  We 
will be gone most of the day between 
9:00 am and 4:00 pm and sack lunches 
will be provided on these days.  Please 
have your child wear their camp shirts 
on this day. 
 
Meals: 
Breakfast, lunch and an afternoon snack 
will be provided for your child.   On 
some selected weeknights this summer, 
dinner will be provided for your child if 
they choose to stay for the evening  
program.

Camp Arnold Dismissal Policy:  
To provide a safe and enjoyable  
environment that reflects Christian  
values, certain guidelines must be  
followed.

You are  
responsible for providing  
transportation in the unlikely  
event of this disciplinary dismissal.  
Please note that no refund will be 
given for that weekly session. 

 
Camp Arnold is a resident summer Christian camp owned and operated by The Salvation Army.  
We are located off of Highway 161 about 17 miles south of Puyallup on 
the way to Mt. Rainier.  The camp sits on over 650 acres of pristine 
land with beautiful forests, meadows, a natural lake and spectacular 
views of the mountain. 

 

Some of the amenities at our camp include 
nature trails, a wilderness challenge course, 
outdoor playing fields, an indoor gymna-
sium, outdoor amphitheater, dining hall, 
large outdoor swimming pool, chapel and 
indoor activity areas. 
 

We offer day camp sessions lasting 5 days 
for children who are entering grades K through 6.  Your child will be  
supervised by caring on-site counselors who have been prescreened with 
reference checks as well as a criminal background check.  

The health and safety of your child is very important to us.  Our trained staff closely supervises all 
activities.  Lifeguards are on duty at the swimming pool and lake (for boating activities).  A RN is 
available on-site and operates a fully equipped first aid station.  We also have excellent emergency 
services in the immediate area.  
 
All children are screened for any medical or dietary needs as soon as they arrive at Camp Arnold.  
Their counselors are informed of any special conditions.  Medications are kept locked up and  
dispensed by the camp nurse.  Your childõs medications should be sent in 
the original containers.  Any dosages that differ from the package  
directions must be noted on a form signed by your childõs doctor. 
 
Youõll be notified immediately if thereõs any medical emergency  
involving your child.  If the doctor or nurse determines itsõ better for your 

child to recover from an illness or injury 
at home, youõll be asked to come and 
pick-up your child.
