Camp Arnold is a Christian camp located in the foothills of Mt. Rainier near Eatonville, Washington.   
Within an hourõs drive of Seattle, Tacoma and Olympia, Camp Arnold is located in the heart of  
Western Washington and offers residential camps throughout the summer for children.

Every area must be completed for your child to attend Camp Arnold. 



To provide a safe and enjoyable environment reflecting Christian values, certain guidelines must be followed. 
If, for any reason, your childõs behavior is considered detrimental to the camp, he or she will be dismissed. 
You are responsible for providing transportation in the unlikely event of a disciplinary dismissal. 

We want our campers to experience God in everything they do at Camp Arnold.  Our mission is to use the  
beautiful setting of our camp as a means to share the gospel of Jesus Christ, teach environmental awareness, 
encourage positive social  behavior and safely provide opportunities for fun and adventure.  Many of our campers 
make lifelong friends from their times at Camp Arnold. 

Since we are a Salvation Army Camp, your childõs cost for attending Camp Arnold  
depends upon your family income.  To find out what that cost would be and to  
obtain a listing of the camp session dates available, contact either your local  
Salvation Army office or Camp Arnold at 253-847-2511.  Youõll need to fill out an  
application and pay all your childõs camp fees no later than 2 weeks before the  
camp session.  Send this information to the office where you obtained the application 
from.  Your child is officially registered for camp once we receive this information. 

Transportation from your local Salvation Army office will most likely be provided.  Only the person who has signed 
the application form can pick-up a child, unless prior arrangements have been made in writing.  For security  
reasons, youõll be asked to show photo ID when you arrive to pick-up your child.  

Since our camps last only 5 days, we discourage parental visitations because of the  
disruption to our routine.  If you must contact your child, please telephone the camp 
at 253-847-2511.  If itõs necessary to pick-up your child before camp is finished,  
please phone us first. 

We encourage you to write to your child in care of the camp. If email is an option please be sure to include your 
childõs name and camp session on the subject line and send to CampArnold@usw.SalvationArmy.org   
You might even consider sending a letter before your child leaves home so itõs at camp when he or she arrives.

Camp Arnold is a resident summer Christian camp owned and operated by  
The Salvation Army.  We are located off of Highway 161 about 17 miles south 
of Puyallup on the way to Mt. Rainier.  The camp sits on 660 acres of pristine 
land with beautiful forests, meadows, a natural lake and spectacular views 
of the mountain. 
 
In addition to nature trails, a wilderness challenge course and outdoor  
playing fields, we also have 22 modern cabins, an indoor gymnasium,  
outdoor amphitheater, dining hall, large outdoor swimming pool,  

chapel and indoor activity areas. 
 
We offer camp sessions lasting 5 days for  
children of various ages.  Your child will be 
comfortably housed in modern cabins and 
supervised by caring on-site counselors who 
are all well trained and have been prescreened.  

The health and safety of your child is very important to us.  Our trained staff 
closely supervises all activities.  Lifeguards are on duty at the swimming pool 
and lake (for boating activities).  An RN is available 24 hours a day and  
operates a fully equipped first aid station.  We also have excellent emergency 
services and are just 16 miles from Good Samaritan hospital in Puyallup WA .  

 
All children are screened for any medical or dietary needs as soon as they arrive at Camp Arnold. 
Their counselors are informed of any special conditions.  Medications are  
kept locked up and dispensed by the camp nurse.  Your childõs medications 
should be sent in the original containers.  Any dosages that differ from the 
package directions must be noted on a form signed by your childõs doctor. 
 
Youõll be notified immediately if thereõs any medical emergency involving 
your child.  If the doctor or nurse determines itsõ better for your child to  
recover from an illness or injury at home, youõll be asked to come and  
pick-up your child.
